Jean-Dominique Bauby was only 42 years old when he had a stroke*
and was taken to the hospital. He was the chief editor of Elle magazine in
Paris. Before the stroke, he had enjoyed meeting his friends, spending time
with his wife, son, and daughter, having delicious food and wine, and his
work. But because of the stroke, he lost his ability to speak or move his
arms, hands, and legs. In short, Bauby was locked in his own body. The

only part of his body that he was able to move was one of his eyelids*.
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In this condition, he wrote a complete book. It is made up of 28
beautiful short essays about his family and his life at the hospital. The
method used to write the book was very simple but time-consuming®. He
had an assistant read the alphabet to him. When she came to the right
letter, he indicated it by blinking his eye”.

When the book was published in France in 1997 it soon became a
best seller, and was translated into many languages including English,
Spanish, Japanese, etc. His ability to write shows that if one has a strong
will, it is always possible to overcome difficulties in order to improve one’s
life. Bauby had actually managed to set his mind free from his own body.

“Suberan Udon” (non-slippery* noodles) is a product based on the
Universal Design concept. It is also the first universally designed food
with a patented* manufacturing method*.

There are multiple slits* in the center of each noodle, which open up
when the udon is boiled. This makes it easy for people to pick up the
noodles with a fork or chopsticks. Moreover, the soup stock* soaks into*
the slits, so people can enjoy the flavor of the soup to the fullest®.

The noodles are 18 centimeters long, which is about 10 centimeters
shorter than regular udon noodles. This makes them easier to eat for
people with disabilities, the elderly, children, and even people who are
not familiar with using chopsticks.

Michinobu Oka, who developed the product, says that he made
Suberan Udon with the idea of making udon easy for everyone to eat.
However, during the development process, there was some criticism* that
the noodles were difficult to eat or cut easily. Nevertheless, he continued
with his efforts.

As a result, his udon won several awards, such as the “Kobe Universal
Design Award” in 2005, and the “Kids Design Award” in 2009. He hopes
that he can share his happiness with the people who eat his udon.

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Many people know the story of Steve Jobs. Before he died in 2011,
Jobs was the CEO* of Apple, one of the largest and most successful
technology companies in the world.

Without Wozniak and Wayne, Steve Jobs could never have built his
famous company.
